To teach two courses: 
FISH 205 (Invertebrate Zoology) – one 3-hour lecture and one 3-hour laboratory per week.  This is a survey course of invertebrates, with emphasis on the aquatic marine species of B.C.  Invertebrates of special significance to B.C. fisheries, including aquaculture and wild populations are to be used as in-depth examples of invertebrate biology.  Field trips are encouraged and live animals are used whenever possible in the laboratories.

FISH 207 (Invertebrate Identification and Biology) – 3 hours combined laboratory and lecture per week.  The first component of this course is a survey of key B.C. invertebrate species important in commercial fisheries or prominent in B.C. marine and freshwater ecosystems.  The second component of this course focuses on environmental issues related to shellfish aquaculture in B.C.  Lectures and guest speakers present the main issues, and students then undertake analysis of selected issues in a problem-based learning approach.
Required:  Master’s Degree in a relevant science, from an appropriately accredited institution, and teaching experience.  A thorough background in invertebrate species of B.C. and local marine ecology.  Successful candidates will be responsive to diverse cultural and academic backgrounds, as well as learning styles.

Preferred:  Ph.D. in some aspect of invertebrate biology, from an accredited institution.  Some experience with and knowledge of the B.C. aquaculture industry is an asset.  Previous teaching experience at Vancouver Island University.
